•  Preliminary design plan submitted to DSG Project Manager 
•  Request Form for Service Connection Permit Range submitted to Permit Services 
   (permit #s required for design plans returned to applicant on Excel spreads 

Note:  BCR’s/Pink slips only released with submission of recorded plat, completion of Excel spreadsheet (property  
description,  tax Ids, etc.) private easement agreements, covenant, approved W/S plans,  site utility submittal and  
HIS review.   Prince George’s County  also requires “Confirmation of  WSSC Water and Sewer Availability” form.    

  
Developer must hire WSSC-Approved Utility Contractor to construct water/sewer mains and connections: 
      Phase III -  Construction Inspection  (contingent upon Applicant) 

Fees:  See Development Services fee chart.  There is NO charge for connections if w/s connections are 
built with SEP project and are SEP applicant-owned properties.

Developer must hire WSSC-Approved Utility Contractor to construct connections 
An applicant-built Service Connection Permit (SCP)  and requirements package 
must be submitted for each water and/or sewer connection or abandonment  to 
the WSSC system (see Permit Services website for forms and fees) .  BEFORE  
construction, Contractor must have Notice-To-Proceed (NTP) letter. 
 
Note:  BCR (Pink slips) only released w/ submission of recorded plat, 
Connection application (property description, tax id, etc.) private easement 
agreement, covenant, onsite submittal and HIS review (if applicable).

• Pay Site Utility & Connection Fees on SCPs 
  (Connection fees not applicable w/SEP)
